Fall is an excellent time to treat Rush skeletonweed 

sites even if you treated earlier in the season.  
 

 Milestone - rosettes in spring and fall  

 Tordon - rosettes in fall or spring 

 2,4-D - rosettes in spring 

 Transline or Stinger - rosette in fall or spring 

 Cimarron X-tra - rosettes in spring 

 MCPA - rosettes in spring 

 

Always read and follow label directions 

Rush skeletonweed (Chondrilla juncea L.)is a deep-

rooted, creeping perennial that also reproduces by 

seed. Its yearly cycle of growth starts in the fall 

when seeds germinate or crown buds grow into ro-

settes. The vertical taproot of established plants 

penetrates more than 10 feet deep. Lateral roots 

branch off the main taproot and form daughter 

plants. Tillage will drag root fragments to non-

infested areas.  

 

Rush skeletonweed flowers July through September. 

Yellow flower are 3/4 inch in diameter with 7 to 15 

petals. It has coarse down bent hairs on the lower 4 

to 6 inches of the stem.  The plant is 1 to 4 feet tall 

with almost no leaves.  

 

An aggressive plant in both rangeland and cropland, 

particularly in light texture soils. Extensive efforts 

have been made to eradicate, but new sites are found 

each year.  

 

New infestations have been found on the Jordan 

Valley Cooperative Weed Management Area.
